We continued our normal language classes in February and also had language classes of a
different kind while we were in Bali. We got to have lots of good conversations in Indonesian. Many of
these included the gospel. We are thankful that God prepared us to share the gospel by giving our
testimonies at the beginning of the month.

Bali is a predominantly Hindu island, so we were mostly sharing the gospel with Hindu
